When vou're living with pain, you don’t
want to wait to be seen. Dr. LaButti sees
patients Monday, Wednesday and Friday
starting at 7:30 am. The carly start time is
great for students who don’t want to miss
school and for those that need to be at the
office before 9 am. Dr LaButti says his
appointment schedulers do a great job get-
ting patients in qunkl} and they really try to
make it as convenient as possible for the
patient.

When patients visit the office they are
greeted by the ladies at the fromt desk for
check-in, complete paperwork and have a
short stay in the waiting room before being
brought back to the exam room.

A medical assistant will take the medical
history and then Dr, LaButti will perform the
examination and discuss treatment options,
“I like to sit with them until they feel com-
fortable abowt the mformation that 1 have
shared and the steps that will follow, It s 50
important for a patient to become familiar
with a doctor, Outcomes are correlated with
the confidence that the patient has with me.”

First on the list is to stop smok-
ing, cut back on alcohol and eat a clean
diet. Preparations are made for the
patient’s home recovery, including sefting-
up meals and making arrangements for
transportation to physical therapy and fol-
low-up appoinimenis.

Patients are often afraid of the hospital
stay, but most patients go home about 48
hours after surgery. Older patients may
have to stay an extra day. Dr. LaButti
attributes his short hospital stay to his pain
protocol, which helps his patients want to
get out of bed and use their new joint.
'I'Iu:}-' can go home knowing Dr. LaButti 1s
only a phone call away since every patient
has his cell phone, home phone and pager
for emergencies.

There are a couple of options to think
about when planning for a joint replace-
ment. “Following a procedure, patients
will be back to enjoying activities within a
6-12 week period. Many like to plan their
recovery fime so that they will be able 1o
enjoy their favorite season. If a patient
does not like the heat of the summer, they
plan for a late spring surgery so that they
won't mind indeor recovery time.”

One of the most rewarding aspects of his
career is to meet with the patients follow-
ing their treatments. “It is very touching to
see how their lives have been improved
through better mobility.”

Involved in the community, Dr. LaButti
enjoys volunteering with area schools,
meeting with senior citizens and support-
ing local charities. Throughout the vear, he
also teaches at Oklahoma State University

to students following in his footsteps.
